Associated problems with past methods of identification include:

Sticker labels

* Aesthetics — tend to peel off and gather dirt becoming unsightly

¢ Regulations — if labels peel off, the installation may no longer
comply with:
- OH&S
- AS/NZS 3000

e Maintenance downtime — additional time spent by maintenance
staff to identify circuit during building maintenance.

Plastic Identification studs
¢ Aesthetics — unattractive and protrude from the faceplate
¢ Integrity — require drilling of the faceplate — this affects the
integrity of the product
e Functionality — drilling of the faceplate may interfere with the
product’s operation.

Lack of uniformity
¢ On commercial projects the electrical and data communications
installations are often carried out by separate contractors.
It is not uncommon to see different brands, styles or colours
installed, presenting the client with an unprofessional finish to
their new building.
