TIPS

e Choose the position where your heat lamp will be installed carefully.
e |t is recommended to place the heater in the middle of the room for it not to be near the wet areas

* You should also position the heater directly to the place where you will be standing when you will
need the heat after you have left your bath or shower

e Instant heat should be cleaned every 6 months or more often to prevent dust buildup

Heat lamps are not designed to heat entire rooms,
but to provide instant and focused heat directly
below. Position an Instant Heat directly over the
drying area for optimal heat performance.

The exhaust fan in the Instant Heat requires a
balanced air flow to perform at maximum efficiency.
This means there needs to be air flowing into the
room from sources such as windows, vents or
under doors to allow a cross flow of air movement.
